Name

The organization shall be known as the African Conference of Catholic Clergy and
Religious in the United States (ACCCRUS)

Legal Status

The African Conference of Catholic Clergy and Religious in the United States
(ACCCRUS) shall be a non-profit religious entity, organized and operated
exclusively for charitable and educational purposes in line with section 5.01 (C)(3)
of the Internal Revenue Code.

Power

The organization shall have such powers as are now, or may hereafter be, granted
by the General Not-For-Profit Corporation Act of the State where the organization
may be headquartered at any point in time, and in accordance with what is
allowable in the US Church and the Universal Church

Mission
The mission of the organization shall include, but not be limited to:

L. The provision of a forum for African Clergy and Religious to meet, be
united, and be provided with each other’s spiritual and social support.

IL. The promotion of understanding and cooperation among members who
come from various parts of the African continent, with her rich and diverse
cultural heritage.

I11. The encouragement and promotion of welfare, education, and economic and
religious advancement of the African people both on the African continent
and in the United States.

Iv. The promotion and preservation of the integrity of our collective and
individual ministries in the United States.

V. The provision of counsel to African Bishops and Major Superiors and the
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops on logistics that will make
our ministry as African clergy and religious in the United States fruitful and
fulfilling.



VL The provision of logistics for the orientation of incoming clergy and
religious, so that they can better serve the people of God in the United
States.

VII.  Serving as a platform for promoting the ongoing dialogue on solidarity
between the Church in the United States and the Church in Africa

VIII. Enhancing a stronger understanding and collaboration between Africans in
the United States and African Americans.

Article Il -Membership and Admission Process

Membership is open to all African Catholic Clergy and religious who are
incardinated, working, or studying in the United States, and who are in good
standing with their ordinaries or Major Superiors.

Process of Application and Admission

All who fall under the category mentioned in 2.01 become members of the
Organization by signification of intent and payment of requisite dues, with rights of
voice and vote. Each person shall apply to the organization, either in writing or
orally, through his or her Regional Chapter. Membership in a Regional Chapter
confers automatic membership and admission to the National Conference.

Members in non-functional Regional Chapters shall register via the General
Assembly.

Members In Good Standing

Members shall be considered to be in good standing if they maintain their financial
obligations to the organization through the Regional Chapters, where available.

Members Not in Good Standing

A member will no longer be in good standing if he/she:

L. Is owing more than 10% of all contributions
IL. Resigns from the Regional Chapter and continues to live in the United
States

II1. Is expelled from the Regional Chapter



2.04.1 Membership shall be suspended for members who lose the blessing of their
Ordinaries or Major Superiors.

2.05 Honorary Membership

Upon approval by the General Assembly, Clergy and Religious who are not of
African descent, but who may have ties with Africa, perhaps by missionary activity
or some other pertinent reason, shall be admitted as honorary members of the
organization. Honorary members shall have the rights of voice but not of vote, and
shall not be eligible to run for any Office at the national level.

2.06 Emeritus Membership

An emeritus membership (membership from/by merit) shall be accorded to all
members whose educational and/or missionary activity in the United States have
ended and who no longer reside in the United States. Such members, when visiting
the United States, shall be welcome to register and attend the National Convention.
They shall have the right of voice, but not the right to vote.

2.07 Registration and Annual Dues

All members shall be deemed registered after paying a one time fee of $10 (Ten
Dollars) each, either through the Regional Chapter or the General Assembly.
Annual dues of $20 (Twenty Dollars), $10 (Ten Dollars) for fulltime students, or
such dues as may be set by the organization from time to time, shall be levied on
members.

Article III — Organizational Structure

3.01 Organizational Units

The African Conference of Catholic Clergy and Religious in the United States
(ACCCRUS) shall consist of three permanent organizational units:

a). The General Assembly (GA)
b). The Regional Chapter (RC)
d). The National Executive Council (NEC)

3.02 The General Assembly
The General Assembly shall consist of duly registered members of all Regional

Chapters. The General Assembly shall meet once a year in a National Convention.
While all duly ordained or professed African Catholic Clergy and Religious can

participate in the deliberations of the Assembly, only members in good standing
shall participate in the voting activities during the National Convention. Anyone
who is aware of a member who is not in good standing is obligated in good
conscience to report the same to the NEC or at least to the National president. The
General Assembly shall review and ratify all decisions of the NEC.

The Regional Chapter

Regional Chapters are to be organized according to States, but depending on local
circumstances, States could merge to form Regional Chapters.

Regional Chapters are to be formally constituted, and not by volunteer action. By
the approval of the General Assembly, Regional Chapters can be reorganized, if
need be, to better suit members. The election and term of office of the Regional
officials are to be conducted and determined respectively by the individual Regional
Chapters.

Every Regional Chapter is to have at least one meeting before the General
Assembly (i.e. the National Convention). In incorporating the national body,
Regional Chapters shall be incorporated as subsidiary organizations of ACCCRUS.
Membership dues to ACCCRUS shall be paid through the Regional Chapters or the
General Assembly.

National Executive Council (NEC)

The following points are to be noted regarding the National Executive Council:

L The following Officers shall constitute the NEC:
a). National President
b). Vice President
C). General Secretary
d). Assistant General Secretary
e). Financial Secretary
). Assistant Financial Secretary
g). Treasurer

h). Provost

1). Publicity Secretary

- Assistant Publicity Secretary
k). Regional Presidents

IL. The NEC shall formulate policies for ACCCRUS, and shall be responsible
for executing the policies formulated.

III The NEC shall be free to request, when necessary, the service(s) of non

member professionals, to perform duties, form sub-committees, conduct
studies and/or make recommendations to the NEC concerning activities,
projects, or ventures.

In the case of a vacancy in the office of treasurer or provost before the
General Convention, a simple majority of the NEC shall elect a replacement
from amongst the NEC, pending the next convention of the GA. The
replacement shall be communicated to the Regional chapters. At the next
General Convention the officer may then be confirmed or replaced by the
GA. However, if the vacancy is of any other office, the Assistant or Vice
shall ascend to the position. At the next convention, the officer may then be
confirmed and any other vacant office(s) filled.

3.05 Limit of Powers

All powers not herein assigned to any of these organizational units belong entirely
to the General Assembly.

Article IV — Elections ad Processes

4.01 Elections
Elections will be held triennially.

Nominations shall happen at the national conference.

Only registered and financially up-to-date members of the organization, who
are in good standing, shall be eligible to participate in the electoral process.

Before the NEC is dissolved, the GA shall elect three Returning Officers to
run the election by secret ballot. The three officers shall appoint from
amongst them a Chairperson.

The incumbent Financial Secretary shall further verify eligibility, and then
forward the nominations to the Chairperson of the Returning Officers after
announcing the eligible candidates for offices as well as rules governing the
elections.

The incumbent President shall present an end-of-tenure address and then
declare the National Executive Council dissolved.

Each office shall be voted for with one individual ballot paper. Offices with
a vice /Assistant shall be filled by nominating four individuals; the two with



the highest number of votes shall fill the offices accordingly. If there is a tie,
between the two, another round of voting shall be conducted for the two; the
one with the highest number of votes shall become the principal officer
while the other becomes his/her assistant/vice.

VII.  The Coordinator of the USCCB’s Office for Pastoral Care for migrants,
Refugees and Travelers (PCMRT) shall become member ex-officio of the
NEC, without the right to vote at its meetings.

VIII. The president-elect shall give a brief inaugural address to the GA.

IX. After the elections, the outgoing officers shall thereby carryout all necessary
handovers to the newly elected officers. They shall work closely with the
newly elected officers for a period of 180 days.

X The newly elected officers must be sworn-in before the end of the
convention in which they are ¢lected.

4.03 Swearing in of Officers

L Newly elected officers shall be sworn-in at the convention and shall read as
follows:
I , do solemnly swear and affirm, that I shall
Saithfully execute the Office of and, to the best of
my ability, preserve, protect, and defend the constitution of the
African Conference of Catholic Clergy and Religious in the United
States. So help me God.

IL. All documents and other properties of ACCCRUS shall be handed in to the
newly elected officers upon being sworn in.

4.04 Term and Tenure of Office
The term of office is three straight years. All nationally elected officers shall be
limited to two consecutive terms in the same office. One may be eligible for re-

election for the same office having been out of the office for at least three straight
years.

Article V — Offices, Duties, and Responsibilities

5.0 Offices in General
The duties and responsibilities of the various officers are as follows:



5.01 Office of National President

The National President shall:

Preside over all the meetings of the NEC and the GA

Summon and preside over all emergency meetings of the NEC.

Vote only at motions in which voting ties occur

Present an account of his stewardship to the GA at every convention.
Approve the disbursement of funds

Be signatory to all accounts of the national body of ACCCRUS
Communicate with the leaders of various Regional Chapters on
regular basis

Implement the decisions of the GA

Coordinate the convention program and planning in conjunction with
the NEC, and the host region.

5.02 Office of Vice President

The Vice President shall:

Vacancies

Conduct of Members

The organization shall expect all her members to abide by the local, State, and
federal laws of the United States, and the rules and regulations of this organization.
Offending members can be suspended or removed by the vote of a simple majority
of'the General Assembly.

Suspension or Removal of Members

L. Grounds for suspension or removal of members shall include, but not be
limited to the following:
a). Verifiable gross misconduct, or actions deemed to be detrimental to
the good name and reputation of the organization.
b). Persistent refusal by a member to abide by the organization’s
constitution.
c). A canonical dismissal from the clerical state or the religious life shall

warrant an automatic dismissal from the organization.
IL. In a contentious case such as enumerated in sub-paragraphs (a) and (b)
above, a member shall be suspended for cause only after reasonable notice

has been sent and the opportunity to be heard granted to him/her by NEC.
